APUSH:  “Vocabulary One-Pagers”
The APUSH test in May has a heavy emphasis on vocabulary.  The vocabulary one-page essays are to be designed by students using the vocabulary lists provided in each of the unit packets.  I believe, in order for students to have a clear understanding of a vocabulary term they must be able to apply it into their own writing.  Each student will be required to complete a one-pager for each of the six units we are to cover in the course.   The minimum amount of terms that we will use will vary from unit to unit.  
Vocabulary One-Pager Guidelines:

· All essays MUST be typed in Times New Roman with a 12 font.  
· The vocabulary terms used in the essay MUST be bolded (ctrl B) and underlined (ctrl U).
· Your essay should be single-spaced.
· Each essay should be a reflection of your best writing and should flow smoothly throughout the page.
· If your essay goes over “one-page” your grade will be docked.  
· No minimum length is set.
· At the beginning of each unit, we will determine the minimum amount of vocabulary terms to be used.
· Your one-page essays are due on the day assigned on your Unit Calender.  
· The title of your essay should be the same as the title of the unit.  (Ex.  Unit 1:  Founding the Nation)
